School Results


You may have seen the publication of the primary school league tables in the media on the last Friday of term. It was particularly pleasing to see how well Trowse continues to do academically when compared to the Norfolk and National picture. From our results for last year we were one of only 570 schools in the country to get all our children to a ‘level 4’ (the nationally expected level) in English and Maths. In Norfolk there were only 10 schools to achieve this, and we were the only school in Norfolk to achieve this two years running, which led to the EDP contacting me and the resulting article. This is not an insignificant achievement for the school and should not go un-noticed! All the staff here are highly professional and work so very hard in school, and in partnership with you, to ensure that all children do well and achieve their potential. We of course thank you for your continued support.


Theatre Feedback


The children and staff who went to the Theatre Royal to see the pantomime at the end of term had a lovely time. Other schools were there on the day and it is notable that our staff were told by members of the public how well behaved Trowse children were. It is lovely that your children set such a good example when out and about; they are a credit to you and of course, our school.
