Breakfast Club


As you may be aware, I sent out a consultation paper on the level of need for breakfast club and the times which suit families best. We received replies from 25 families (out of 77). Following this, we have listened to your views and, for a trial period between October half term and Christmas, will be extending Breakfast Club to meet the needs of our school community. This will be reviewed at the start of December to decide the provision required for the Spring Term. We have appointed Mrs Schindler as a third member of the Breakfast Club team.  She already works in the school office and as a mid-day supervisor, so is therefore well known to the children.  Mrs Schindler will assist Mrs Rogers and Mrs Lacey in organising more activities for the children. For those families who prefer an earlier start, we will be welcoming children to Breakfast Club from 7.45 a.m. onwards.  Breakfast will be served from 8.00 a.m. and the price will remain at £2.80 per day. We hope you will find these changes useful.


We do have a maximum capacity at our breakfast club of 16 children. In order to secure your places please fill in the booking form and hand it in to the school office with payment for the sessions you require. Booking forms are available from the office or downloadable from the website.





Cold weather


We have had some children in school this week who have been rather cold at playtimes and lunchtimes. Please ensure your child has a warm enough coat with them. Hats, scarves and gloves are good too. In order to look after the children’s property, I would ask that everything is named. It is very difficult to find the owner of a solitary glove without a name!





School photos


Now the photos have been taken, you will probably like to know what happens next. In due course you will receive a ‘viewing card’ with a single photo, this is for identification purposes only.  The card will give you details of the various viewing and ordering options as well as the ‘earlybird deadline’ which is normally about 10 days after the cards are issued.  Orders placed before this date gets a 10% reduction. Orders can be placed online, over the phone or by handing the order form to the school office.





Staffing.


We have appointed a teacher, who will join us in January, to take over from Mrs Elvin in Class 2 whilst she is on maternity leave. Mrs Elvin is not planning to start her maternity leave until mid January so there will be a good hand over period between them to ensure the smoothest transition for the children.
