Welcome back to some and welcome for the first time to others.


September arrives all too quickly after the summer holidays and I’m sure for the new reception parents it is hard to believe so much time has gone by since your children were born that they are now at school! As we start the new school year it is a good time for me to go over a few things in this newsletter so we all understand each other!


Firstly, please, please, please make sure that if you have any questions at all, you ask. We want to have good links with you - your support for what we do really will make the difference to your child’s learning. Teachers are available to talk to in person or on the phone at the start or end of school. You can also e-mail us directly if you wish. The e-mail address is at the top of the school website page, or the bottom of most letters from the school.


Pupil Safety


	We do have in school children who suffer from nut allergies. PLEASE do be mindful of not giving your children nuts to eat in school, for a snack or in their lunch box. If you provide treats for a birthday or event, please ensure the ingredients are provided. On purchased products it will be on the packaging, but for home baking, please send in the ingredients list accompanying the food.  The school policy on this matter is attached to this letter.


A member of staff will be on the playground from 8.45 a.m. Children should arrive at school in the window of time between 8.45am and 8.55am, please do not have children arriving on the playground before then. If you require childcare before school, we run a breakfast club. Breakfast club runs from 8am in the room next to the school hall and can cater for up to 16 children a day. Booking forms are available for the new school year, please call in to the office if you require more information or want a form. 


Class 1 are lucky to have a sheltered area outside their classroom so that the children can access the curriculum in all weathers. The shelter is also there for parents to wait under when it is raining at the end of the day, but at the start of the day children should not go into the fenced off area as the teacher may have already set up equipment for lessons. 


Parent questionnaire


We had a disappointing response to the parental questionnaire which was included in every child’s report. Only 29 responses were received out of 107 children from about 80 families. I have collated the results we have for you to see and have attached it to this letter. There were two comments boxes on the back of the questionnaire; one for things you regard as strengths of the school and one for suggestions on how we can continue to improve. It was lovely to read how highly you regard the staff in the school and how appreciative you are of the lessons they have and progress they make. With the suggestions made, I have put them into a document and commented on each and every one. There are some really good suggestions and points made and I want you to know that all comments are always read and considered. I cannot of course always do everything, but your comments are listened to. This document is quite lengthy, so I have not printed it out for everyone but placed it on the school website for you to download. Alternatively, if you would like a paper copy, please let the school office know and we will get one sent to you.


Cluster activity


	As you may be aware, Trowse Primary is part of a cluster of schools around Framingham Earl High School. Also in our cluster are: the High School, Stoke Holy Cross, Rockland, Surlingham, Poringland and Brooke. We are given money as a cluster for a number of reasons and this term we are providing learning opportunities for the older children. Future terms will be decided on as time goes by.
